POLICY ON HAZING

       The Bartlett/Geneva Hockey Club will not tolerate hazing in any form. Members of the Bartlett/Geneva Hockey Club are expected to treat each other with mutual respect. Hazing is defined as, but not limited to, persecuting or harassing an individual by make them perform meaningless or humiliating tasks, or playing practical jokes with the intention of belittling or humiliating an individual. Conduct of this type will result in review by the Rules and Ethics Committee of the Bartlett/Geneva Hockey Club, and may result in suspension or possible expulsion from the club. Any individual who is found guilty of hazing, and is expelled from the club, will be responsible for payment in full of all fees due.

If an act of Hazing occurs, the incident should be reported in writing to the coach and a board member within 48 hours.

ZERO TOLERENCE POLICY

In newspapers and on television there have been reports of an increase of violence in organized sports. Involved in these incidents have been players, coaches, parents and fans. The Bartlett Wheaton West Hockey Club board feels it necessary to inform all club members that we fully support the “Zero Tolerance Policy” that has been set up by USA Hockey and Amateur Hockey Association of Illinois.


The policy states; “A minor penalty for unsportsmanlike conduct shall be assessed whenever a parent, player, coach, fan or off-ice official:


Openly disputes or argues a decision by an official.

· Uses obscene or vulgar language in boisterous manner to anyone at the time.

· Visually displays any sign of dissatisfaction with an official’s decision, including standing on the boards or standing in the bench doorway with the intent of inciting the officials, players, coach, or spectators.

The board of Bartlett Wheaton West Hockey Club will enforce a minimum 20-day suspension to any offenders of this policy.


Please remind yourselves that this is a game to be enjoyed by all that attend. All players and parents must sign this “Zero Tolerance Policy” before participating in the 2011-2012 season with the Bartlett Wheton West Hockey Club.
